SUBMITTED PAPERS should: (1) Start with a title page consisting only of theditléne
paper; each author's name, affiliation, and email address; andstraettof 1-2 paragraphs
summarizing the paper’s contributions. (2) Continue with an extendedaabsf up to 10
pages (excluding figures), which consists of a scholarly expositioregfdper’s main ideas,
results, and techniques, including motivation and a clear comparisonedatied work. The
extended abstract should be addressed insofar as possible to apestdim of distributed
computing researchers. Authors should also substantiate the main rafitteérolaims of
the paper with proofs, some of which may be placed in a clearly markeehalx that will
be read at the discretion of the program committee. (3) Finish with the bibfibgr kept
within reasonable limits (1-2 pages) . (4) After the bibliography, a cleadyked appendix
can be added, which may simply consist of the full paper.

Formatting: letter-size (8 1/2 x 11 inch) paper, single-column format, using at leasthl
margins, 11-point font, and ample spacing all around. Submissionatithg from these
guidelines risk rejection without consideration of their merits.

A BRIEF ANNOUNCEMENT must be no longer than 3 single-column pagetetier-size
paper using at least 11-point font, including title, authors’ names dilt@dns, and ref-
erences. Such submissions may describe work in progress or wes&nted elsewhere. A
submission not selected for regular presentation may be invited forfaabrieuncement.

Publication: Regular papers and brief announcements will be included in the coctere
proceedings (up to 10 and 2 letter-size pages, respectively).

Awards: Every regular paper is eligible for the best paper award and the besgtmiation
award. Regular papers co-authored by full-time students may also ligesligr the best
student paper award—for a paper to be considered, the nominatedsasitiould be full time
students at the time of submission and they should be principally respofilte paper’s
contributions.
